The rider should wear protective clothing.
The most important item is a good safety
helmet. Eye protection is also necessary-
safety glasses, goggles, or a plastic face
shield attached to the helmet. Clothing
should protect the body as much as possible,
and the rider should wear gloves and boots
or sturdy shoes.
