Brake Fluid Level:

Brake fluid may cause irritation. Avoid contact
with skin or eyes. In case of contact, flush thor-
oughly with water and call a doctor if your eyes
were exposed.

Remove the screws, reservoir cover, and diaphragm,
Whenever the level is near the lower level mark on the
reservoir, fill the reservoir with DOT 3 or 4 BRAKE
FLUID from a sealed container up to the upper level
mark. Reinstall the diaphragm and cover, Tighten
the screws securely,

CAUTION
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When adding brake fluid, be sure the reservoir is
horizontal before the cover is removed or brake
fluid may spill out.
