The U.S. Envir onmental Pro tecti on Agency (EPA), Transport Canada and California Air Resources Boad (CARBI req uire
manufactu rers to certify that t heir motorcycles comply with applicable- exhaust emissions standa rds durin g t heir useful
life , when operated and ma intained acco rding to the instructio ns provided.

The EPA also req ui res t hat motorcycles built after Jan uary 1. 1983 co mply w ith appl icabl e noise em iss io n sta nda rds fo r
one year or 6,000 km (3,730 miles) afte r th e time of sale to th e ulti mate pu rchaser, when operated and main tained
according to the instruct ions prov ided.

Compl iance with th e terms of the Distributor's Lim ited Warranty fo r Honda Moto rcy cle Emi ssion Control Syste m is
necessary in o rder to keep t he em ission sy stem warranty in effect .

SOURCE OF EMISSIONS
The com bust ion proce ss prod uces carbo n monoxide. ox ides of nitrogen and hyd rocarbon s. Cont ro l of hydrocarbon s and
ox ides of nitrogen is ve ry important beca use, u nder certain co nd it ions, th ey react to form ph otochem ical smog w he n
subject to su nli ght. Carb on monoxide do es not reac t in the same wa y . but it is toxic.

Hon da Motor Co., Ltd. ut ilizes lean inject ion sett ings as w ell as ot her system s, to redu ce ox ides of nitrogen, carbon
monoxide and hydroca rbo ns.

CRANKCASE EMISSION CONTROL SYSTEM
The engine is equipped with a closed crankcase system to prevent discharging cran kcase em issions into th e atmosphere.

Blow-by gas is ret urned to the combustion chamber throu gh t he ai r cleaner and throttle body.
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
